(d) “coercive practice” means harming or threatening to
harm, directly or indirectly, persons or their property
to influence their participation in the procurement
process or affect the execution of a contract.

If the Purchaser found any wunethical practices as

stipulated under ITB Clause 3.2, the Purchaser will reject a

bid, if it is found that a Bidder directly or through an

agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive or coercive
practices in competing for the Contract in question.

All bidders shall possess legal rights to supply the Goods

under this contract.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. All bidders

found to have conflict of interest shall be disqualified.

Bidders may be considered to have a conflict of interest

with one or more parties in this bidding process, if they:

(@) are or have been associated in the past, with a firm
or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by
the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the
preparation of the design, specifications, and other
documents to be used for the procurement of the
goods to be purchased under these Bidding
Documents ; or

(b) Submit more than one bid in this bidding process.
However, this does not limit the participation of
subcontractors in more than one bid.

A Bidder that is under a declaration of ineligibility by the
National Procurement Agency (NPA), at the date of
submission of bids or at the date of contract award, shall
be disqualified. The list of debarred firms is available at
the website of NPA, www.npa.gov.lk.

Foreign Bidder may submit a bid only if so stated in the
BDS

All goods supplied under this contract shall be complied
with applicable standards stipulated by the Sri Lanka
Standards Institute (SLSI). In the absence of such
standards, the Goods supplied shall be complied to other
internationally accepted standards.

Alternative bids shall not be considered.

The Bidder shall indicate on the Price Schedule the unit
prices and total bid prices of the goods it proposes to
supply under the Contract.

Any discount offered against any single item in the price
schedule shall be included in the unit price of the item.
However, a Bidder wishes to offer discount as a lot the
bidder may do so by indicating such amounts
appropriately.

If so indicated in ITB Sub-Clause 1.1, bids are being
invited for individual contracts (lots) or for any
combination of contracts (packages).

The Prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed during the
Bidder's performance of the Contract and not subject to
variation on any account.

All lots, if any and items must be listed and priced
separately in the Price Schedules. If a Price Schedule
shows items listed but not priced, their prices shall be
assumed to be included in the prices of other items.

Unless otherwise stated in Bidding Data Sheet, the Bidder
shall quote in Sri Lankan Rupees and payment shall be
payable only in Sri Lanka Rupees.

To establish their eligibility in accordance with ITB Clause
4, Bidders shall complete the Bid Submission Form,
included in Section IV, Bidding Forms.

To establish the conformity of the Goods and Related
Services to the Bidding Documents, the Bidder shall
furnish as part of its Bid the documentary evidence that
the Goods conform to the technical specifications and
standards specified in Section V, Schedule of
Requirements.

The documentary evidence may be in the form of
literature, drawings or data, and shall consist of a detailed
item by item description (given in Section V, Technical
Specifications) of the essential technical and performance
characteristics of the Goods and Related Services,
demonstrating substantial responsiveness of the Goods
and applicable, a statement of deviations and exceptions
to the provisions of the Schedule of Requirements.

The Bidder shall also furnish a list giving full particulars,
including quantities, available sources and current prices
of spare parts, special tools, etc., necessary for the proper
and continuing functioning of the Goods during the
period if specified in the BDS following commencement of
the use of the goods by the Purchaser.

The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications
to perform the contract if its bid is accepted shall establish
to the Purchaser’s satisfaction:

(@) A Bidder that does not manufacture or produce the
Goods it offers to supply shall submit the
Manufacturer’s  Authorization using the form
included in Section 1V, Bidding Forms to demonstrate
that it has been duly authorized by the manufacturer
or producer of the Goods to supply these Goods;

Bids shall remain valid until the date specified in the BDS.
A bid valid for a shorter date shall be rejected by the

Purchaser as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the
bid validity date, the Purchaser may request bidders to
extend the period of validity of their bids. The request and
the responses shall be made in writing. If a Bid Security is
requested in accordance with ITB Clause 20, it shall also be
extended for a corresponding period. A Bidder may refuse
the request without forfeiting its Bid Security or imposing
and damages. A Bidder granting the request shall not be
required or permitted to modity its bid.

The Bidder shall furnish as part of its bid, a Bid Security or
a Bid-Securing Declaration, as specified in the BDS.

The
Bidders’ representatives who are present shall be
requested to sign the attendance sheet. A copy of the
record shall be distributed to all Bidders who
submitted bids in time.

Evaluation and Comparison of Bids

Information relating to the examination, evaluation,
comparison, and post-qualification (if applicable) of
bids, and recommendation of contract award, shall not
be disclosed to bidders or any other persons not
officially concerned with such process until
publication of the Contract Award.

Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Purchaser in
the examination, evaluation, comparison, and post-
qualification of the bids or contract award decisions
may result in the rejection of its Bid.

Notwithstanding ITB Sub-Clause 27.2, if any Bidder
wishes to contact the Purchaser on any matter
related to the bidding process, from the time of bid
opening to the time of Contract Award, it should do
so in writing.

To assist in the examination, evaluation, comparison
and post-qualification of the bids, the Purchaser

No change in the prices or
substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered, or
permitted, except to confirm the correction of
arithmetic errors discovered by the Purchaser in the
Evaluation of the bids, in accordance with ITB
Clause 30.

A substantially responsive Bid is one that conforms
to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the
Bidding Documents without material deviation,
reservation, or omission.

specified in the Contract; or

limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the
Bidding Documents, the Purchaser’s rights or the
Bidder’s obligations under the Contract; or

if rectified would unfairly affect the competitive
position of other bidders presenting substantially
responsive bids.

If a bid is not substantially responsive to the Bidding
Documents, it shall be rejected by the Purchaser and
may not subsequently be made responsive by the
Bidder by correction of the material deviation,
reservation, or omission.

Provided that a Bid is substantially responsive, the
Purchaser may waive any non-conformities or
omissions in the Bid that do not constitute a material
deviation.

Provided that a bid is substantially responsive, the
Purchaser may request that the Bidder submit the
necessary information or documentation, within a
reasonable period of time, to rectify nonmaterial
nonconformities or omissions in the bid related to
documentation requirements. Such omission shall not
be related to any aspect of the price of the Bid. Failure
of the Bidder to comply with the request may result in
the rejection of its Bid.

Provided that the Bid is substantially responsive, the
Purchaser shall correct arithmetical errors on the
following basis:

If, after the examination of the terms and conditions and
the technical evaluation, the Purchaser determines that the
Bid is not substantially responsive in accordance with ITB
Clause 29, the Purchaser shall reject the Bid.

If the bidders are allowed to quote in foreign currencies in
Single with sub clause 151, for evaluation and
comparison purposes, the Purchaser shall convert all bid
prices expressed in foreign currencies in to Sri Lankan
Rupees using the selling rates prevailed 28 days prior to
closing of bids as published by the Central Bank of Sri
Lanka. If this date falls on a public holiday the earliest
working day prior to the date shall be applicable.

The Purchaser shall compare all substantially responsive
bids to determine the lowest-evaluated bid, in accordance
with ITB Clause 35.

The Purchaser shall determine to its satisfaction whether
the Bidder that is selected as having submitted the lowest
evaluated and substantially responsive bid is qualified to
perform the Contract satisfactorily.

The determination shall be based upon an examination of
the documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications
submitted by the Bidder, pursuant to ITB Clause 18.

An affirmative determination shall be a prerequisite for
award of the Contract to the Bidder. A negative
determination shall result in disqualification of the bid, in
which event the Purchaser shall proceed to the next
lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of
that Bidder’s capabilities to perform satisfactorily.

The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any
bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at
any time prior to contract award, without thereby
incurring any liability to Bidders.

Award of Contract

The Purchaser shall award the Contract to the Bidder
whose offer has been determined to be the lowest
evaluated bid and is substantially responsive to the
Bidding Documents, provided further that the Bidder is
determined to be qualified to perform the Contract
satisfactorily.

At the time the Contract is awarded, the Purchaser
reserves the right to increase or decrease the quantity of
Goods and Related Services originally specified in Section
V, Schedule of Requirements, provided this does not
exceed twenty five percent (25%) or one unit whichever is
higher and without any change in the unit prices or other
terms and conditions of the bid and the Bidding
Documents.

Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the
Purchaser shall notify the successful Bidder, in writing,
that its Bid has been accepted.

Until a formal Contract is prepared and executed, the
notification of award shall constitute a binding Contract.

Within Seven (7) days after notification, the Purchaser
shall complete the Agreement, and inform the successful
Bidder to sign it.

Within Seven (7) days of receipt of such information, the
successful Bidder shall sign the Agreement.

Within fourteen (14) days of the receipt of notification of
award from the Purchaser, the successful Bidder, if
required, shall furnish the Performance Security in
accordance with the CC, using for that purpose the
Performance Security Form included in Section VIII
Contract forms. The Employer shall promptly notify the
name of the winning Bidder to each unsuccessful Bidder
and discharge the Bid Securities of the unsuccessful
bidders pursuant to ITB Sub-Clause 20.4.
